TrackLayout

The Oran Park circuit was extremely fast in certain sectionsand tightin
others. The back straightwas flat-out and into a fast |eft-hand sweeper, there
was agroup of tightcorners that were difficult to keep speed throughand the
dirt was a smple layout with aright-hand berm, two small tabletops asingle
and aflat corne back onto thetar.

Weatler Conditions

Theweather was terrible. It was a sweltering 34; C and extremely strong
winds were causgng chaos amongd the pit tents. Eventually the weather
caused the meeting to be cancelled with the wind becoming dangerousin the
fast sections of the circuit and dso an dd tin shed had been taken down by
the wind and there was arisk of riders being injured from the flying debris.
